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Placement of Art
Specify imprint location. For example, on coffee mugs or other handled items, side one or front would refer to placement of artwork.  That means it faces a right-handed drinker when holding the mug; side two or back would refer to placement so that it faces away from a right-handed drinker; opposite handled would be centered opposite the handle; wrap imprint would refer to art that starts on side one and continues to side two and includes the area opposite the handle. Please refer to diagram below for referencing placement of art on handled items. Examples of placement of art instructions on some sewn items would be centered on side one, lower right corner of side one, upper left corner on side one, centered on side one and side two, centered on pocket or centered on pocket and on chest (for aprons), etc.  A diagram of where you would like your art placed can be helpful.
